4. Fort Lauderdale Police Report

Inquiry was made regarding a Police officer that was shot with a pellet gun by a neighbor on SE 21st Street.  Question was raised in regard to if halfway houses, such as the “Second Chance Society” if they have to come before the association to present a chance in use. Officer Gelu reported an increase in vehicle burglary from 7 in June to 11 in July.  

Loafers in the parks mentioned as a concern and officer Gelu mentioned that if illicit activity is noted that the police should be called. It was noted that there is a shortage of police officers at night. Officer Gelu explained that because of the shortage in police officers, overtime is offered, but by law you can not dispatch one officer to a call.

Terry is in charge of maintenance for the Parks Department. Parks Department has an action plan with the police. Playgrounds are inspected monthly.
