Dwight Ledbetter called meeting to order @ 7:09 p.m., Minutes of June 11 meeting read. Motion passed to approve.

Treasurer’s Report: DJ Parker presented Balance Sheet, currently $1,803.29 with addition of another member. Motion passed to approve.  

Homeless Report:  Two homeless men who sleep in backyard of a neighborhood bungalow wander the neighborhood and drink alcohol in the park, which they can be arrested for and photos have been taken. On SE 21 Street there are crack houses creating an influx of prostitutes that a detective is dealing with and has arrested users and dealers.  We need to continue to keep the police informed by providing specifics of where and what kind of criminal activity is taking place.  If any one notices criminal activity, Dwight Ledbetter has asked to be advised so he can inform the police.  

Parks Director Report:  “At the Council of Civic Associations meeting of July 8, Tree Harmony Fort Lauderdale was introduced.  Donations of mature trees were solicited by the Riverwalk Trust wherein the donation of a mature tree will be replanted. If a receptor sight along Riverwalk is not available, Poinciana Park will have the right to request a tree for our park. All local parks can participate in this way.”    

Police & Firefighters Recognition Event:  Coleman Prewitt advised many neighborhood associations participate, requested PPCA attend and provide giveaway services or items.  Motion passed to present a plaque at the event to honor Officer Stevens Gelu of FLPD. John Barranco will make a PPCA sign to place at our table.  Ray Dettmann and Terry Becker volunteered to arrive at 3:00 p.m. to set up table.  

Secretary’s Report: Karen Benson is working on summer PPCA newsletter, 500 copies to be printed by Minuteman Press at their cost and distributed to neighborhood by Ray Dettmann and Terry Becker, who will also distribute information about advertising.  Motion passed to pay for newsletter with PPCA funds.  Newsletter has to mention PPCA in recycling notice with logo.  

Landscaping of Medians:  Ray Malsberry attended the council meeting of civic associations and advised DJ Parker to contact Sheri Roberts to resubmit our Neighborhood Capital Improvement Program Grant. We are to resubmit with current dates on new submission forms with president and submitter signatures.  Requires Minutes that an action was passed by the body.  Motion to resubmit passed.  Attendance required at the workshop where county will be present with list of plants and trees that can be used.  John Barranco offered to make recommendations for plants and stated statistics show that heavily vegetated neighborhoods have less crime.  We need to ensure water is built into request. Question asked if swales would be part of this improvement. 

Motion passed to not have an August meeting.  Next meeting is September 10, 2008, 7:00 p.m. @ IBEW.
